2021. Please reference IW’s grease interceptor design criteria at:

Do not purchase a grease interceptor without obtaining a building plan approval including an 
Industrial Waste approval letter specifying the size and design of the interceptor that will be 
required. Purchasing an interceptor prior to IW approval exposes the purchaser to risk of rejection 
and replacement costs.
